All wounds, injuries or illness must have originated in a war zone. Purple Heart recipients, victims of friendly fire, injured in a war zone, those who suffer from PTS, TBI, Agent Orange effects and Gulf War syndrome. Definition of a war zone is determined by the Department of Defense. ONE (1) FREE service banner per family; additional service banners may be sponsored for $18.00 each.
